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Landmarks of Romania

Day 1
Bucharest
Arrival at the airport. Transfer to the hotel. Bucharest sightseeing tour in the afternoon. Dinner and acommodation.

Day 2
Bucharest – Sibiu
8:00 – Departure to Sibiu via Pitesti, crossing the mountains through Olt Valley. Stop on the road for the visit of the first monastery in Wallachia, Cozia monastery, founded at the end of the XIV-th century. Lunch on the road. Arrival in Sibiu, former European Capital of Culture in 2007. Check-in (Ibis/ Ramada/ Continental Forum/ Golden Tulip Ana Tower)  followed by  lunch (restaurant La Turn/The Gallery etc) and a walking tour of the city centre. The tour will take you back in time with the visit of the 3 concentric defense walls of the German medieval fortress and their respective watch towers. We will discover the Big Square with the Catholic Church, the Small Square with its typical German style architecture and the Liars' Bridge, the Huet Square with its Protestant Church, and the Orthodox Church of the Romanian Archbishopric.

Dinner in a nice restaurant in the medieval city centre.

 for the winter resort of Sinaia (120km) where we stop for the visit of Sinaia Monastery and Peles Castle, former Royal summer residence (standard tour)

We continue crossing the mountains to the region of Transylvania where we stop for the visit of the XIII-th century fortress of Rasnov followed by lunch in Bran (Vila Bran/Pensiunea Muntele Rece). In the afternoon, visit of Bran Castle famous as Dracula's Castle. Free time for shopping. Accommodation in Bran (Vila Bran/ Pensiunea Muntele Rece) /Poiana Brasov (hotel Sport)
Day 3
Sibiu – Sighisoara – Targu Mures – Bistrita (219 Km)

8:00 Departure to Sighisoara with a stop on the road for the visit of the Axente Sever fortified church. Upon arrival in Sighisoara, sightseeing tour of the fortress including entrances to the History Museum located inside the Clock Tower, a landmark of Sighisoara. After lunch, free time for shopping. We resume our trip to Bistrita, passing through Targu Mures where we have a brief stop for a short walking tour on the city's Roses' Boulevard. Arrival in Bistrita, dinner and accommodation (Hotel Coroana de Aur)

Day 4
Bistrita – Vatra Dornei – Moldovita – Sucevita – Marginea – Gura Humorului (220 km)

8:00 Departure to the Monastic Archipel of Bucovina. Short stop in the spectacular Bargau Pass, than we resume the trip to Bucovina, the land of the painted monasteries. Visit of Moldovita Monastery followed by lunch (Pensiunea Valcan). After lunch, visit of Sucevita monastery, black pottery workshops and souvenirs in Marginea. Arrival, dinner and accommodation in Gura Humorului (Hotel Best Western). Folkloric show during dinner/ Egg painting demonstration (Letitia Orsivschi) 

Day 5
Gura Humorului – Humor – Voronet – Tg. Neamt – Piatra Neamt (120 km)

8:30 Departure for the visit of the nearby Humor Monastery, than visit of Voronet monastery also known as the Sistine Chapel of Eastern Europe. We begin our descent south with a stop in Targu Neamt for lunch (restaurant La Cetate), followed by the visit of Neamt citadel. We continue with the visit of the first moldavian Monastery, Neamt. Arrival in Piatra Neamt, Dinner and accommodation (Central Plaza).
Day 6
Piatra Neamt – Miercurea Ciuc – Brasov (240 km)
8:00 Departure to Brasov crossing the mountains through Bicaz Gorges- the most spectacular landscape in Romania. Stop in Lacu Rosu resort for shopping and  to admire the beauty of this natural barrier lake. Lunch in Miercurea Ciuc (Hotel Fenyo/Bradul). Upon arrival in Brasov, sightseeing tour of its charming medieval centre. We will discover the medieval city walls and watch towers, entrance gates, the Council Square, and take the opportunity to visit the magnificent Black Church, a landmark of the German fortress. We will continue up to the romanian district to visit St. Nicholas church and also the Museum of the first Romanian school.

Dinner and accommodation in Brasov
Day 7
Brasov – Bran – Sinaia – Bucuresti (200 km)
We will begin the day with the visit of both famous and infamous Dracula's Castle in Bran. Than we shall cross the mountains back to Wallachia for the winter resort of Sinaia  where we stop for the visit of Sinaia Monastery and Peles Castle, former Royal summer residence (standard tour). Lunch in Sinaia after which we continue our descent to the capital. Upon arrival in Bucharest we continue with the visit of the Peasant's Museum/Patriarchal Cathedral in Bucharest.
