Bucharest City-break (2/3 nights)
Day 1
Bucharest
Arrival at OTP Airport and transfer to your hotel located in the city centre, followed by a full day city tour starting in Atheneum Square. The tour will take you to see the Atheneum concert hall, The Revolution Square (walking tour) with the former Royal Palace and the former Communist Party Headquarters., continuing down Victory Lane, Queen Elizabeth Boulevard, passing the Cismigiu Gardens, the Romanian Opera Building, The Medicine University towards Cotroceni district with the official Presidential Palace. After a stop in front of the Defense Academy we will continue towards the Parliament Palace where we stop for the visit (1h). The Parliament palace is famous as the second biggest administrative building in the world after the Pentagon in the USA and is also a symbol of both former communist regime dictatorship and present-day democracy.

After the visit we will stop for lunch in a nice restaurant located in the old city of Bucharest (Lipscani district) followed by a walk to discover the ruins of The Princely Court, Manuc's Inn, Stavropoleos Church, CEC Bank and the History Museum.

We will continue with a trip towards the northern part of the city, passing through Unification Square, University Square, Roman Square, Victory Square with the Government building, taking you to see Spring district, Herastrau Park, the Arch of Triumph and the Free Press Building.

The tour  will be followed by dinner  in a fine restaurant in the northern part of the city and accommodation.

Day 2
Bucharest-Sinaia-Bran-Brasov-Bucharest
8:00 – Departure for the winter resort of Sinaia (120km) where we stop for the visit of Sinaia Monastery and Peles Castle, former Royal summer residence (standard tour – 1h).

We continue crossing the mountains to the region of Transylvania where we stop to visit Bran Castle famous as Dracula's Castle. 

Stop for lunch in Bran, followed by the trip to Brasov to discover the city's beautiful medieval centre, a sample of German architecture. We will admire the remaining city walls and watch towers, entrance gates, the Council Square, and take the opportunity to visit the magnificent Black Church, a landmark of the German fortress.
